We would like to invite you to �nd out more about 
the improvements we are making and how we will 
manage construction work during this time. 

At our public events in 2015 we explained the 
signi�cant investment that is going into Bodmin, with 
several separate schemes aimed at drawing in visitors 
and connecting the town with the Camel Trail and 
cycle hubs at Lanhydrock and Cardinham Woods.  The next major phase of 
the programme is due to begin in September 2016. This phase of work will not 
only improve tra�c �ow and safety for pedestrians and cyclists, but also act as 
a catalyst for the regeneration of the town centre.
